XML Design #1

Design an XML for someone whose ambition it is to sell these objects to the commuters of Seattle.
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Design justification:

A person who wishes to sell these objects will want to present some information that his/her customers would like to know. Elements like model, manufacturer, year, price, and description would meet this need. For most commuters of Seattle, the description of the general condition of the automobile will suffice. But it looks like this seller is targeting a specific group of commuters (those who like sports or race cars for commuting?) so it might be a good idea too include the technical details in the description of some of these objects just in case this kind of customer will ask for it. 
The seller also needs to know where the objects are located and who to contact in those locations hence the inclusion of the location and contact elements. 
I have decided to use mostly elements rather than attributes because I find them easier to organize at this point in my learning of XML. I am not sure whether the nested elements like city, country, first, or last could be considered metadata for the parent element.
XML Design #2


Design an XML for someone whose job it is to repair these objects.
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Design justification:

This is pretty much the same design as #1 except for the semantic change from <sales> to <repairs> and the attempt to decompose <description> into sub-elements that a repairman might want to know. The most important information for the repairman are the technical data about the car. I only decomposed <description> into <engine> and <spares> but there are other categories of technical data that can be included. One might not even want to enclose such details under an element like <description> and we can choose to use <technicaldata> instead.
I was debating whether a repairman needs to know the information about the location and contact info (data which I think pertain to the purchase of the object) but I thought these data might be helpful for obtaining needed parts to repair the automobiles. Also, it is possible that someone whose job it is to repair these objects might be someone who buys, repairs, and then sells. In this case, price, location, and contact info will still be pertinent.
